General Rules

· Awards:  Awards will be given in the following categories:
· Best individual performances in each event for each disability category will be awarded to first, second and third place finishers 
· Ultimate Champion for the individual who scores the most points in Cycling, Shooting, Swimming, Track and Field events.
· The Chairman’s Cup will be given to the best overall performances (based on total points accumulated) by a service branch or SOCOM.
· Chairman’s Cup:  Chairman’s Cup – The formula for the scoring of the Chairman’s Cup will be as follows: 
· Navy/Coast Guard will receive a point value of 1.43/medal (one medal = 1.43 points) 
· SOCOM will receive a point value of 1.25/medal (one medal = 1.25 points)

· Army, Marines and Air Force will receive 1.0/medal (one medal = one point). 

· No points will be given toward the Chairman’s Cup award for events that have fewer than three participants
· The UK will not compete for the Chairman’s Cup

· National/International Team Participants:  Military athletes who have competed at a Paralympic Games, international events as a past or present elite/national team member (domestic tournaments that have international guests do not constitute international competitions) or have met a military standard for U.S. Paralympics before February 15, 2013 are NOT eligible for the Warrior Games in those respective sports or sport components.  However, they are eligible for competition in other sports. As an example, if an athlete competed in shooting at a Paralympic Games he/she is eligible to compete in swimming at the Warrior Games. Likewise an athlete who has achieved the military standard or higher in Para-Triathlon is NOT eligible to compete in running, cycling or swimming events but can compete in Archery. 
· Individual Sport Participation:  Participants may compete in a maximum of two individual sports and the team sports. As an example, a participant may sign up for track & field and swimming, and also compete in sitting volleyball and/or wheelchair basketball. Athletes may compete in as many events within those individual sports as they like. As an example, an athlete competing in track & field may compete in as many races as he/she desires.  Please keep in mind that the schedule will not be changed if athletes do not have enough rest or time between events.
· Eligibility Criteria:  Beginning with the 2013 Warrior Games, athletes will be limited to participation in two consecutive Warrior Games competitions.  As an example, a participant in the 2013 and 2014 Warrior Games would be ineligible to compete in the 2015 Warrior Games, but would regain eligibility to compete in the 2016 and 2017 Warrior Games.  The maximum number of Warrior Games competitions an individual athlete may compete in is 4.  Similarly starting in 2014 military athletes who have competed at a Paralympic Games, international events as a past or present elite/national team member (domestic tournaments that have international guests do not constitute international competitions) or have met a military standard for U.S. Paralympics before January 15, 2014 are NOT eligible for the Warrior Games.
· Deadlines:
· March 15, 2013, 5:00 PM MST:  Sitting Volleyball and Wheelchair Basketball rosters are due to the USOC in the format that will be provided to each Team to conduct a review of athlete classification.  
· March 29, 2013, 5:00 PM MST:  Rosters are due to USOC in the format that will be provided to each Team.  After this date all changes will need to be approved.  Decisions will be made based on a number of factors, including but not limited to whether the event is full, if the Team has already fulfilled its allotted numbers in an event etc. Substitutions to replace someone in the exact same event and disability group will be given highest consideration.

Example:  If you have a male registered in the 100 meter WC racing event, you will have to replace that athlete with a male in the 100 meter WC racing event. 

*It is the sole discretion of the local organizing committee to determine whether or not a substitution will be accepted.
·  April 5, 2013, 5:00 PM MST:  All participants must be registered through online registration to match your rosters submitted by March 25th.
· April 17, 2013, 5:00 PM MST:  If an event does not meet the required minimum participants (see sport rules) the service teams will be notified by this date to replace or re-enter the affected athletes.   
· April 15, 2013  Taxes are due to the IRS!

· April 19, 2013, 5:00 PM MST:  All rooming lists are due to USOC and hotels.

· May 1, 2013, 5:00 PM MST:  This is the final date to request/make substitutions.
· Qualifying Disability:  All questions regarding an athlete’s qualifying disability or assigned Wheelchair Basketball points resulting from either a discrepancy on the registration form and/or upon visualization will be resolved by U.S. Paralympics national team coaches and meet directors.  As an example, if a participant has a lower and upper body disability, the more severe of the two injuries will be used to determine the competition category
· Protest:  If there is a question about a start, finish or a rule during the meet, the action officer and/or head coach will approach the meet director to discuss the issue. The meet director may choose to confer with anyone to come to a resolution. Videotape review will not be used as a means to settle a dispute. The final decision will lie solely with the meet director.
· Colors/Team Uniforms:  
*A Nike uniform of one long sleeve dri-fit t-shirt, two short sleeve dri-fit t-shirts, one basketball jersey (for basketball team only) and one warm up top and bottom will be provided to each participant in the following team colors.  In addition, all participants will receive a pair of Nike black shorts and a white Nike Warrior Games polo shirt. 
Army – black  

Marine Corps– red 

Navy/Coast Guard – navy blue  

Air Force - royal blue  

Special Operations – brown warm ups, white shirts 
NOTE: Participants must wear the issued “team uniform” when participating in Warrior Games events. The only exceptions to this rule are for cycling, swimming and track events (not field events). Participants will also wear their respective team’s warm-up attire during medal ceremonies and all media interviews, unless the interview happens immediately following competition.
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
